
Call for Applications for Marie Skłodowska-Curie fellows
71st Lindau Nobel Laureate Meeting

Chemistry 

26 June – 1 July 2022 
At the 71st Lindau Nobel Laureate meeting  about 600 young scientists from all over the world will get the unique chance to spend an inspiring week with about 40 Nobel Laureates to exchange experiences and establish valuable contact in science and beyond. Like in the past years, the European Commission will nominate a limited number of Marie Skłodowska-Curie fellows to participate at this meeting. Before applying, please read carefully the enclosed selection criteria for the 2022 meeting. 
In addition, it is important you make sure that you will have the necessary funding to meet your part of the costs at the time of the event, which is EUR 1 250 plus your own travel costs to and from the meeting. This cost will be billed directly to the fellow by the Lindau organisers.
Please note that the related costs must be met by your organisation and/or through your Marie Skłodowska-Curie project. We strongly recommend that you get a confirmation from your organisation that these costs can be and will be met at the appropriate time (March/April 2022).
The call for applications is open to both current (you should have started your fellowship by 1 September 2021) and past Marie Skłodowska-Curie fellows. While some fellows have thus already finished their project, they must nonetheless make sure that they have the necessary funding.

Please note that the Marie Skłodowska-Curie Actions are not offering any travel or fee support for the event, merely the opportunity to attend.

Please note also that if you were to be selected as a participant by the Lindau organisers, but in the end would not be able to meet the costs, we will lose this place and no other MSCA fellow can benefit from this opportunity. Therefore, please consider carefully whether to apply.
APPLICATION PROCESS
The process is a two-step procedure. At the first stage, you should submit four documents:
· a statement of motivation: this should explain briefly why you think the participation will be beneficial for you, your research and your career, and your organisation (if relevant). At most ½ page, 250 words is requested;

· an individual letter or letters of recommendation:
· Length: roughly one DIN A4 page/one standard letter size submitted as a pdf file;

· Language: English;

· A description of your achievements and not a description of the institution;

· A person who knows you well, e.g. supervisor of the Master or PhD thesis, should write the letter, not using a standard model for several candidates.

· Any specific accomplishments in scientific work or in raising public awareness should be pointed out.

· your current CV.
We would also need a limited amount of personal information[1], please see the application form on page 3 of this document.

· You need to send all parts of your application by Wednesday 13 October 2021, 17:00 CEST to EAC-MSCA-LINDAU@ec.europa.eu 
· The European Commission will make recommendations to the Lindau Committee in the last week of October 2021.
· In the second stage, the Lindau Committee will ask candidates who are supported by the European Commission to complete their profiles by 25 November 2021.
· The Lindau Committee will take final selection decisions in mid-February 2022, allowing sufficient time for travel arrangements to be made.
